NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that a special general meeting of the Association will be held at the offices of Tughans Solicitors, Marlborough House, 30 Victoria Street, Belfast, BT1 3GS on 22nd March 2007 at 4.30pm for the purpose of considering and, if thought fit, passing the following amendments to the constitution:

AMENDMENTS

1. It is proposed that Clause 7 of EPLANI’s constitution be amended.
Clause 7 presently states:

“Amendments:

7. Any alteration to this constitution shall receive the assent of not less than two-thirds of the members of the Association present and voting at an annual or special general meeting provided that notice of any such alteration shall have been received by the Secretary in writing not less than 15 working days before the Meeting at which the alteration is to be brought forward. The notice of the meeting shall set forth the terms of the alteration to be proposed and shall be sent by the Secretary to each Member of the Association in accordance with clause 5.7.”

It is proposed that this clause be amended by the addition of the following sentence:

“No amendments may be made to the constitution which would cause the Association to cease to be a charity in law.”

2. It is proposed that the following clause be added at Clause 10 of EPLANI’s constitution

“Dissolution

10 (1) If the members resolve to dissolve the Association the office bearers will remain in office and be responsible for winding up the affairs of the Association in accordance with this clause.

    (2)  The office bearers must collect in all the assets of the Association and must pay or make provision for all the liabilities of the Association. 

   (3)  The office bearers must apply any remaining property or money:

          (a) directly for the objects;

           (b) by transfer to any Charity or Charities for purposes the same or similar to the Association.

(4) The members may pass a resolution before or at the same time as the resolution to dissolve the Association specifying the manner in which the office bearers are to apply the remaining property or assets of the Association and the office bearers must comply with the resolution if it is consistent with paragraphs (a)-(b) inclusive in sub clause (3).

In no circumstances shall the net assets of the Association be paid to or distributed among the members of the association (except to a member that is itself a Charity).”
